It was noted that a group of NWAL artists donated 10% of their art sales to 

the scholarship fund, and with  some additional donations at that sale, 
$491.00 was  added to the Scholarship Fund.   It was also announced that we 

are receiving $1000.00 in matching funds from the Wyman Family         

Scholarship Fund.  

First Vice President, Brenda Raven,  announced that the Cypress Creek    

Community Center offered the second Saturday in March as the only date      
available for our show.   It was subsequently moved and carried   to keep the 

third Saturday in March for our show and to explore other options for its     
location.   In the discussion, the Baptist Metropolitan Community Building was 

to be considered along with the Banff School.   

It was announced that the LSAG By Laws clarified  and explained that the 

category in which computer enhanced photography may be shown is in either 
Category E (Photography) or Category D (Experimental/abstract ).   Also the 

Category óCopyô rules were reviewed. 

Second Vice President, Karen Corner reviewed the upcoming demos. Bobby 

Kilpatrick will be at our next meeting, demonstrating her traditional style in 
oils.  

Regarding Workshops: Claudia Leffler reminded that a $50.00 non refundable 

fee was required to hold a place in any workshop.   An explanation for this    
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requirement was given. Upcoming workshops were announced.   Judy Coffey's 
next week is filled;  Liz Hill (4/19 -21) and Hilary Page's  (3/1,2,3) have    

openings.  

Carol Hoyland was thanked for her great work on the Newsletter and also 

passing along  e-mails to the membership.  

Janice Smith (Publicity) and Kristen Clark (Yearbook) were thanked for the       

beautiful   2009/2020 yearbooks that were distributed   and also for the flier 
they designed for PR regarding the League's activities and meetings.  

Joy Rumscheidt announced that 13 schools received letters about the     
Scholarship offering to Seniors in the Art program.   The deadline for           

responding is 4/15/10.   Also there will be two more schools next year that will 
have students in their senior year that would be eligible to apply for our          

scholarship.  

There was no report regarding Community exhibits.  The Newsletter has given 

the list of the artists  and where and when they are showing.   Mela calls to    

remind each artist.  

Erica Varnell had the tapes for  borrowing.   A reminder was given that a       

refundable deposit is required when borrowing the new DVD tapes.  

Myrtle Skinner and Pat Lynch were thanked for preparing the coffee and 

goodies.   They asked for names and phone numbers of those who would 
bring  food to the next meeting and they would get a reminder phone call.  

Old Business:   Barbara Moore  brought sized frames that her husband Bill 
made from fencing that blew down when hurricane Ike came through.  

The details  and NWAL responsibilities at the LSAG Convention, May 21st and 
22nd at the Convention Center in Conroe were reviewed.   Members were    

encouraged to sign up for the various duties.  

The meeting was adjourned and after our coffee break,  Karen Corner

The entries for this contest are submitted by its member 
leagues. Each league may submit two entries, either a front and back 

cover entry, or two front cover entries, or two back cover entries. These 
entries usually are determined by the voting within each member league 
on entries submitted by their members.  

 

We will hold this competition again this year. Each league may submit two 
entries. Each entry should be black and white and "copy ready". The entry 
size is 8" H x5"W. For front cover entries, try to have "Lone Star Art Guild" 
and "2010 -2011" somewhere in the design.  

The design itself must be an artwork drawn by the artist and not 

ñcomputer aidedò. The exception to this is the lettering which may be 
done using a computer. Two Xerox copies should accompany the artwork to 
demonstrate how ñcamera readyò the artwork is.  

If the artist wishes the original artwork returned, please enclose a stamped 
self -addressed envelope.  

Try not to include all the member league names on the cover as this may 
change from year to year.
